The third post, Language Planning Manager, is a key post and the successful applicant will have responsibility for developing the National Plan for Gaelic and other language planning initiatives in line with the Bòrd’s remit.  This appointment will be a replacement for Dr Michelle Macleod, who is leaving the Bòrd to take up a lectureship in Aberdeen University.
