Bòrd na Gàidhlig announces funding package for An Gaidheal Ùr

Bòrd na Gàidhlig is happy to announce that following discussions with An Comunn Gaidhealach, agreement has now been reached to secure the funding of the monthly Gaelic newspaper, An Gaidheal Ùr, until the end of March 2005.  This will be achieved through a refocussing of project funding in An Comunn’s business plan which Bòrd na Gàidhlig is funding.  

Bòrd na Gàidhlig is also considering a consultant’s report on the development of a text-based Gaelic news service and will be initiating discussions with potential partners in the forthcoming weeks.  Bòrd na Gàidhlig intends that An Gaidheal Ùr will be involved in these discussions.

Bòrd na Gàidhlig Chairman Duncan Ferguson said, “The development of a text-based Gaelic news service is an important element in the revival of the language and it has enormous potential in the linking of the Gaelic speaking communities worldwide.”

Duncan MacLeod, Treasurer of An Comunn Gaidhealach, welcomed the announcement saying, “An Comunn Gaidhealach is pleased with the outcome of the talks with Bòrd na Gàidhlig.  It is inevitable that adjustments require to be made within the new framework and it is gratifying that An Comunn is able to respond in these situations.  An Comunn look forward to playing an active part in the proposed development of a text-based Gaelic news service.”
