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Further boost for Gaelic community projects across Scotland

38 more Gaelic projects, in communities throughout Scotland, are set to benefit from an extra £100,000 grant award from Bòrd na Gàidhlig. The additional funding announced by Minister for Education Peter Peacock will see the number of projects receiving assistance increase from 45 to 83.
Over 110 organisations and community groups across the country have applied to Bòrd na Gàidhlig’s Gaelic Initiatives Fund, with project costs in excess of £800,000.  

Projects which will benefit include a programme of out of school activities for Gaelic youth groups, Gaelic learning family weeks, a film and new media workshop for teenagers and a musical production based on the life of Margaret Fay Shaw.

Bòrd na Gàidhlig’s Chief Executive Allan Campbell welcomed the news: “It is evident that there is a renewed confidence and interest in the Gaelic language and culture and we have been considerably encouraged by the quality and number of applications that we received from communities across Scotland - stretching from Ayrshire and Greenock to Lochbroom and North Uist.  

We are delighted that 38 more projects will now benefit from this timely funding boost by the Scottish Executive, taking the total number of projects assisted by the Fund in 2005-06 to 83.” 

Details of the Bòrd’s awards under the Gaelic Initiatives Fund are attached in the supporting document.

Notes to Editors

1. Projects are closely evaluated to ensure they continue to meet the Bòrd’s Gaelic development and expansion objectives. 

2. Bòrd na Gàidhlig’s Development Programme for 2004-05 was £1.7 million.

3. Bòrd na Gàidhlig’s £1.9 million package for 2005-06 was published on 21st March 2005, and includes, £1.7 million for main Gaelic bodies and second year and community projects; and a £200,000 community Gaelic Initiatives Fund.

4. The Gaelic Initiatives Fund was created to principally assist groundbreaking Gaelic development projects being undertaken by community groups to enhance Gaelic provision in their area.  

5. The closing date for applications to the Gaelic Initiatives Fund was 28.02.05 and the total budget for 2005-06 was £200,000. The Fund was hugely over-subscribed attracting 110 applications with a total value in excess of £800,000. The extra award of £100,000 to the Bòrd enables it to increase the number of organisations assisted under the Fund in 2005-06 from 45 to 83.  Across the range of projects assisted under the Gaelic Initiatives Fund, Bòrd support averages at 31% of project cost.
6. The funding is allocated in accordance with Bòrd na Gàidhlig’s 2005-07 Operational Plan, published in November 2004. This plan will guide the Bòrd’s development and funding priorities until April 2007, when a National Plan for Gaelic is expected to be in place. 

7. Bòrd na Gàidhlig is a non-departmental public body, established by the Scottish Executive in 2003.  Under the terms of the Gaelic Language (Scotland) Bill the Bòrd will have statutory powers, and will be responsible for developing and overseeing the National Plan for Gaelic and for developing Gaelic language policies with public authorities across Scotland.  www.bord-na-gaidhlig.org.uk
