COLLECTION AND ANALYSIS OF EDUCATION STATISTICS 

 

This document comprises a collection of files of statistics on Gaelic-medium education and 
comment on significant aspects emerging from their analysis. The project was commissioned 
by Bòrd na Gàidhlig in March 2010, to acquire the following as an aid to language 
development:  

In respect of  pre-school education 
• the statistics for current Parant is Paiste and Croileagan numbers, either direct from Taic 
(formerly CNSA) or by Taic supplying them to the Bòrd, presented in tabulated form. 
• the statistics for pupils in Gaelic nurseries over the past three years, presented in tabulated 
form. 
• the statistics from Gaelic nursery and primary education with respect to numbers going on 
to primary Gaelic-medium education.  
• highlighting of data which is significant in respect of the desired outcomes. 
 
In respect of  primary education 
• detailed year by year comparisons over the past three years of P1 to P7 totals for all 
primaries. 
• the statistics for P1 intake in English-medium education in all schools offering Gaelic-
medium. 
• presentation of data on current Gaelic primary class sizes. 
• correlation of current Gaelic primary classes to the number of teachers. 
• highlighting of data which is significant in respect of the desired outcomes. 

 In respect of secondary education 
• listing of feeder Gaelic-medium primaries for each secondary school providing Gaelic-
medium education. 
• comparative figures over the past three years for P7 Gaelic-medium leavers and S1 Gaelic-
medium intake at the secondary they feed into, and the Gaelic fluent speaker classes in these 
secondaries, presented in tabulated form. 
• information on the destinations of Gaelic-medium primary leavers who have no local 
secondary with Gaelic-medium or Gaelic subject provision. 
• the statistics over the past 5 years for Gaelic-medium in S1, S2 and S3, presented in 
tabulated form school by school, to show any effect of transition to S3 after Standard Grade 
choices have been made. 
• information from Gaelic-medium secondaries about availability and uptake of Gaelic-
medium after S2. 
• highlighting of data which is significant in respect of the desired outcomes. 
 
 - and, following completion of another survey on GLPS: 
 
• listing of primary schools providing GLPS. 
• listing of secondary schools that provide Gaelic (Learners) classes. 
• ennumeration of Gaelic learners in secondary schools with Learners classes as they advance 
from S1, presented in tabulated form detailing the past five years. 



• the statistics on availability and uptake of Gaelic (Learners) classes after S2 for secondary 
schools providing Gaelic-medium education. 
• highlighting of data which is significant in respect of the desired outcomes. 
 
Collection of the statistics 

The statistics were acquired from several sources: responses to questionnaires and telephone 
calls from sgoiltean araich and schools, sets of national and local government statistics, and 
the annual census of pupils in all aspects of Gaelic education which were compiled to 2008-
09 by the University of Strathclyde, and in 2009-10 by this researcher. 

Responses by sgoiltean araich and schools was for the most part slow, and in some cases as 
many as seven renewed requests by email and telephone conversation were made. The total 
response eventually gathered information from all except three primaries and two secondaries 
(all in South Uist and Eriskay).  

Review of the information gathered 

The principal feature of the information gathered is the indication that the weakest area for 
retention of GME through pre-school, primary school and secondary school is the Western 
Isles. Many of the nursery - primary transitions are distinctly ‘leaky’, with sometimes half of 
the children going to English-medium; it may be surmised that some parents are only 
interested in the nursery facility. Once in primary GM, few pupils are withdrawn, not more 
than might be expected in the normal course of demographic movement. However, only a 
small proportion receive secondary GME; only Lionacleit and Siabost provide it and their 
associated primaries are just six of the twenty-two CnES GM primaries; at the start of the 
school year 2009-10 the number of children in S1 GME in the Western Isles was just twenty.     

In other areas and regions, retention across the nursery-primary transition seems stronger, and 
the impression given by the percentages of retention, and P1 intake relative to English-
medium, in a nominally less supportive linguistic environment, is that of a more confident 
attitude to GME. The areas with the greatest uptake of GME are Edinburgh, the Glasgow 
area, and Inverness, but it should be noted that at Lochaber High School and Perth Academy 
Gaelic educational provision in general is in great difficulty. 

With the apparent exception of SGG, the problem of provision beyond S2 is universal: the 
reasons most frequently given by schools were lack of qualified staff, lack of space on the 
timetable, and less interest amongst pupils as career options and personal preference came to 
the fore.   

 
 

 



PRE-SCHOOL DATA: STATISTICS FOR CURRENT PÀRANT 
‘S PAISDE AND CROILEAGAN 
 
It had been expected that this data, on attenders aged 0 -3, could be obtained from the pre-
school organisation Taic, which initiates and oversees such units, but the only information 
provided has been on the numbers of children as at June 2009. This list includes some units 
for ages 3-5 which are also listed on the annual census taken by Strathclyde University a few 
months earlier: the numbers for that age group in the two sets of data match in approximately 
25% of cases. In mitigation, it would be fair comment that pre-school units tend to have a 
changeable number of attenders, but the discrepancies would appear to further diminish the 
present worth of the data on children aged 0-3 in June 2009. 
 
An update, for 31/03/10, indicating changes in the number of Pàrant ‘s Paisde and 
Croileagan, was also provided by Taic. However, the baseline number against which the 
changes were shown did not match the number of units recorded in the first document.    
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Pupils in Gaelic Nurseries, 2006-07 to 2009-10 

Although a certain degree of caution must be taken in reviewing pre-school numbers, which 
can be more subject to change than school registrations, the annual census data shows rising 
numbers of attenders. 

This was especially marked in 2008-09, when the total number of attenders recorded was 146 
more than 2007-08. Although there were significant rises at Sandbank, Dunoon (from 15 to 
33), Tollcross (from 30 to 40), Little Scholars, Glasgow (from 11 to 33), it appears that  most  
of the advance was due to many units with small increases outnumbering those with 
decreases. It should be noted, however, that in the course of the 2009-10 census it was 
suspected that the boosted 2008-09 total at Stornoway (from 12 to 37) may well have been 
due to double-counting of attenders at morning and afternoon sessions. 

The number of nurseries reduced by two over the four years. By 2009-10, four new ones had 
appeared: Airdrie, Airidhantuim, Strath of Appin and Cothrom Og. There were also new units 
which were replacements in the same locality (in the case of Glasgow, two replacing one lost 
in 2009-10), a revival (Braigh Loch Abair/Roy Bridge) and seven defunct with apparent 
replacement: Bernera, Bonar Bridge, Borve, Carloway, Eriskay. Grimsay and Riverside in 
Stirling.

The most striking aspect of the information shown on the following tables is that the Western 
Isles appear to have a high proportion of the SA-BS transitions which show the weakest 
retention within GME. Excepting Croileagan Uig, which has no associated primary within 
GME, the figures in a number of districts might well be viewed as cause for concern: children 
from, for example, croileagans an Taobh Siar, Bharabhais, Loch a Tuath, Tairbeirt and 
Saoghal Beag (North Uist) who enter primary GME consistently do so in numbers less than, 
or at no better than parity with, their fellows who enter English-medium. 

This might be accounted particularly worrying in North-West Lewis, which has in the recent 
past been accounted a bastion of community use of the language: even the Croileagan Nis – 
Sgoil Lionail transition did not register 100% in any of the four years surveyed. 

Retention od GME across the SA-BS transition appears to be stronger in other regions: not 
many of these table are devoid of a 100% retention for at least two years, and then usually in 
special circumstances: for example, SA Braigh Loch Abair operates twelve miles distant 
from the nearest GM primary department; SA Salen in Mull has five-day attenders who go on 
to GME, while three-day attenders enter English-medium. 

It  may be surmised that to a large extent the disparities reflect the degree of parental 
commitment; where there is no English nursery, some parents may simply make use of a 
Gaelic facility.

In the Western Isles, and particularly in Lewis, in most primaries with a Gaelic department, 
the P1 GM intake does not achieve parity with the English-medium intake as often as one 
might anticipate: though possibly more expected of the more urban areas of Laxdale and 
Stornoway, the intake at Back, Aird, Balallan, Barvas, Bernera, Carloway, Pairc and Tarbert 
has been noticeably low. 

In similarly rural parts of the west of Highland Region, the GM intake appears to have been 
slightly healthier. In other areas where the proportion of Gaelic-speakers in the population is 
smaller, some GM intakes have been remarkably healthy, relative to the EM intakes: Salen in 
Mull, and Sandbank, Dunoon. The GM intake at Tiree primary has not been less than 50% in 
any of the last four years. 

Most GM departments outside the Highlands and Islands will often have only small minorites 
of pupils within the school, but the sole GM facility within an area can achieve parity in 
numbers: Condorrat GM department had an intake of 67% of the school’s total in 2009-10, 
and Tollcross’s GM intake is around 50% each year.

COLLECTION AND ANALYSIS OF EDUCATION STATISTICS 
Gaelic Learners in Primary and Secondary School 

 

Introduction 

This document comprises the report on the fourth of four projects to assemble files of 
statistics on Gaelic-medium education and Gaelic language learning in pre-school and school 
education, along with comment on significant aspects emerging from their analysis. They 
were commissioned by Bòrd na Gàidhlig in March 2010, to provide an aid to language 
development. Reports on the first three projects were submitted to the Bòrd in May 2010 and 
gave, respectively, data on pre-school education, Gaelic-medium primary education, and 
Gaelic-medium education and Gaelic ‘Fluents’ classes in secondary schools. 

This fourth section gives statistics on Gaelic learners in primary and secondary education, as 
gathered in the school year 2009-10, viz.: 
 
• listing of primary schools providing Gaelic learning through the Gaelic Learners in the 
  Primary School (GLPS) scheme. 
• listing of secondary schools which provide Gaelic (Learners) classes. 
• enumeration of Gaelic learners in secondary schools with Learners classes as they advance 
  from S1, presented in tabulated form detailing the five years to and including 2009-10. 
• the statistics on availability and uptake of Gaelic (Learners) classes after S2 for secondary 
  schools providing Gaelic-medium education. 
• highlighting of data which is significant in respect of the desired outcomes. 
 
The desired outcomes for which the data would be useful were: increasing the number of 
learners in S1 and S2, and keeping more learners in the system to S4, S5, and S6.  
 
Details on the collection of the data were provided with the report on the first three sections. 
Submission of this fourth section awaited particular data on GLPS, which was part of a 
separate survey.   
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Summary and analysis of the information gathered 

 
 
 
1. Primary schools providing GLPS 2009-10 (Tables 1, 2, 3 & 4) 
 
More detailed information about GLPS and other Gaelic tuition for English-medium pupils in 
primary schools is to be found in the separate report ‘Statistical Survey: The GLPS Scheme 
(Gaelic Learners in the Primary School), 2009-10’ submitted by this author to Bòrd na 
Gàidhlig on 6th October 2010. 
 
The tables also show other Gaelic tuition for English-medium pupils: this data would appear 
to be relevant, and particularly so in the Western Isles, where many teachers are Gaelic-
speakers and found no need for the linguistic aspect of GLPS training, although in many 
cases they use GLPS resources. 
 
A general point to be made about GLPS is that the present arrangements may not be 
conducive to meeting the desired outcome of increasing the number of learners in S1 and S2. 
Many of the primaries in which GLPS was taught in 2009-10 are not associated with 
secondaries in which Gaelic (Learners) classes are available. On the other hand, some of 
these primaries – in North Lanarkshire, East Dunbartonshire, Falkirk District and Edinburgh 
City Councils – do not provide (with one exception in Edinburgh) GLPS for P6 and P7; it 
could be said that thereby disappointment is avoided, but neither is demand encouraged.  
 
The following summarises the position in 2009-10 for the different council areas: 

• Comhairle na Gaidhealtachd primaries with GLPS account for 42 (23%) of the total 
of 179; two of these also have other Gaelic tuition by teachers, and in eight schools 
the ‘other’ tuition is the sole form used; in one further school a parent tutors. 

• No Comhairle nan Eilean Siar primary lacked Gaelic tuition. Most of the tuition was 
by teachers who are Gaelic-medium or Gaelic-speaking rather than GLPS-trained, 
using some or no GLPS resources. In 24 schools this was the sole form of Gaelic 
tuition; there were six schools which had only GLPS by GLPS-trained teachers, five 
which had GLPS teachers and others. 

• Argyll and Bute Council supplied a list of 37 of its primaries which were providers of 
GLPS. Not all did so in 2009-10: there were 28 with GLPS-trained teachers teaching 
GLPS, two with trained teachers who were not used for formal Gaelic tuition, two 
with teachers who had just finished, or not yet finished, training, and two where 
GLPS-trained staff had left or retired. There were also three schools where Gaelic-
medium or Gaelic-speaking teachers provided Gaelic tuition. Overall, amongst the 80 
Argyll and Bute primaries, the 28 schools with GLPS represented a higher uptake of 
the scheme than was evident in Highland. 

• The other Councils also supplied lists of their primaries which provided GLPS. In 
three of the Councils, three peripatetic teachers visiting a total of 26 schools allowed 
learning by pupils who would in other circumstances have had none. However, as 
mentioned above, few would find it easy to continue learning into the secondary 
school; Riverside Primary, in Stirling, has GM education and 284 learners in English-
medium classes, but the only secondary with Gaelic education in the area –Wallace 
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High in Stirling – has ‘Fluents’ classes but no stream for learners. In Aberdeenshire, 
however, there is a development which should register among the 2010-11 statistics 
for Gaelic education: Fiona NicAonghais was the peripatetic GPLS teacher until 
January 2010, when Eilidh NicNeacail took over: Fiona now teaches Gaelic in five 
Aberdeenshire secondaries.      

 
 
2. Secondary schools which provide Gaelic (Learners) classes (Table 5) 
  
The list of secondary school is here expanded to give the most recent information (2009-10) 
on pupils numbers per year and, at the certificate stages, the numbers in each year following 
each course. 
 
 
 
3.        Gaelic learners in secondary school classes: numbers over the past five years (Table 6)  
 
Some observations can be made about the total numbers of Gaelic learners per secondary 
over the past five years, although qualification is necessary: the numbers in each year-group, 
each year, are not known, and they would have a bearing on any apparent pattern thrown up 
by the totals. 
 
With that heavy qualification, however, and allowing for minor fluctuations, it can be noted 
that the raw numbers show that Culloden, Daliburgh, Dingwall and Oban showed an increase 
over the five years; Aberfeldy, Ardnamurchan, Back, Castlebay, Charleston, Farr, Gairloch, 
Greenfaulds, Inverness Royal Academy, Lionacleit, Lional, Lochs, Millburn, the Nicolson 
Institute, Plockton, Siabost, Tarbert, Tiree, and Tobermory more or less maintained their 
numbers; the numbers at Alness, Islay, Lochaber, Paible, Perth Grammar and Portree fell; 
and those for Bishopbriggs, Calderglen, Dornoch, Dunoon, Forfar, Grange, James 
Gillespie’s, Hazelhead, Hillpark,, Mallaig, Tain Royal Academy, Thurso and Wallace High 
remained at, or close to, zero. 
 
At Pabail, Lewis, the numbers were maintained until the school’s secondary sector was 
discontinued in June 2009. Ullapool’s provision for learners would have been classified, over 
the five years as at, or close to zero, but for the isolated and discontinued S1 cohort of 36 in

4. Availability and uptake of Gaelic (Learners) classes in secondary schools providing 

Gaelic-medium education (Table 7) 
 
In respect of GME secondaries’ provision of Gaelic (Learners) classes after S2, only half of 
the 14 schools were eligible, according to data for the past five years. The seven ineligible 
comprised: Sgoil Gàidhlig Ghlaschu, which has no learners; Grange Academy, Greenfaulds 
Academy and James Gillespie’s High School, and Tain Royal Academy where annual 
records show only occasional individual learners, or none at all; Sgoil Shiabost, from where 
the pupils transfer to the Nicolson Institute after S2, the latter’s GME provision being 
somewhat uncertain from year to year; and Millburn Academy, which was replaced as

Inverness’s GME secondary by the IRA after 2006-07, and where in 2009-10 the only GME 
pupils were in an S4 class of four. The data on secondaries which had previously offered 
GME but did not do so in 2009-10 was checked to see whether, in any particular case, there 
might be useful information about their Learners classes, but there was none. 

In Table 7, the data for each school shows the percentage uptake of S3 Gaelic Learners 
Standard Grade classes from S2 Learners classes. The project remit sought the information on 
the uptake of the Higher (Learners) course in S5 by pupils gaining the previous years’ S4 
Standard Grade, but only the raw data collected during 2009-10 by this author (for the annual 
statistical report on Gaelic education) permits this; previous years’ statistics published by 
Strathclyde University amalgamated the numbers of S5 and S6 pupils according to their 
courses – Access, Intermediate 1, Intermediate 2, Higher or Advanced Higher. The only 
uptake which can be shown therefore, is for the cohort which was in S1 in 2005-06, and 
hence in S5 in 2009-10. 

It should be noted that there may be hidden changes in the class composition which are not 
reflected in the numbers: pupils discontinuing or leaving the school, and others coming in. 

Schools did not report restrictions on the availability of Gaelic Learners classes after S2, 
except insofar as the subject will, like all others except Mathematics and English, necessarily 
fall within particular timetable subject groupings such that pupils have to choose between 
Gaelic and another subject. Apart from their disposition toward Gaelic vis-a-vis other 
subjects, the uptake is affected by the choices pupils make with regard to their future: what 
subjects they will do best in, what would keep their options open for Higher and Advanced 
Higher studies, what subjects they would need for a particular career path. There is also the 
personal aspect: any subject will be favoured by the pupils of a particularly inspirational 
teacher. 

For Gaelic (Learners)  in S3, Table 7 shows that four of the seven schools – Inverness Royal 
Academy, Gairloch, Dingwall and Lionacleit - have had uptakes of more than 50% from S2 
over the last four years. The uptake at Dingwall has been particularly high. Only in 
Ardnamurchan did the average for the four years fall below 50%, but amongst small numbers 
of pupils the loss or retention of one or two within a subject stream has a noticeable effect on 
percentages. This appears again with the sole instance for which, as explained above, raw 
data was available to calculate the uptake of Gaelic (Learners) in S5: Ardnamurchan had the 
greatest uptake, of 44%, although from the smallest S4 class.

The data for each school shows the percentage uptake of S3 Gaelic Learners Standard Grade 
classes from S2 Learners classes. The project remit sought the information on the uptake of 
the Higher (Learners) course in S5 by pupils gaining the previous years’ S4 Standard Grade, 
but only the raw data collected during 2009-10 by this author (for the annual statistical report 
on Gaelic education) permits this; previous years’ statistics published by Strathclyde 
University amalgamated the numbers of S5 and S6 pupils according to their courses – 
Access, Intermediate 1, Intermediate 2, Higher or Advanced Higher. The only uptake which 
can be shown therefore, is for the cohort which was in S1 in 2005-06, and hence in S5 in 
2009-10. 

It should be noted that there may be hidden changes in the class composition which are not 
reflected in the numbers: pupils discontinuing or leaving the school, and others enrolling.
