Today she is the Gaelic Language Officer at the University of Glasgow, the first post of its kind in Scotland with responsibility for the promotion and development of Gaelic language and culture throughout the University as a whole. Fiona also has a keen interest in Gaelic arts as a Gaelic singer and director on the board of An Lòchran, an organisation which promotes and develops Gaelic arts in Glasgow. As a learner of Gaelic however, and as someone who comes from a background of no connections to the language, what has brought her to her current post and in general what opportunities have been available to her as a result of her involvement in Gaelic?
